No less than all of the part of the Contract Documents shall constitute the formal Contract.

QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS:

If the Invitation to Bid and/or Scope of Work requires the Bidder to demonstrate qualifications for the project, each Bidder must submit the required information according to the time frame specified in those sections of the Contract Documents. 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 SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS 

1.     GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF WORK

Work under this contract shall include all labor, materials and equipment necessary to replace the gym floor at the Community Center, 100 Wulfsohn Road, Glenwood Springs, CO. 
2.    SCHEDULING OF WORK

At the pre-construction conference, the Notice to Proceed will be issued. The contractor shall submit a schedule showing the order in which the Contractor proposes to carry on the work including the estimated number of working days elapsed, when the several parts are to begin and the estimated number of calendar days required to complete the several parts. Said schedule shall be subject to the approval of the City. Should the City be of the opinion that, any schedule of operation as thus submitted is inadequate to secure the completion of the work in the time agreed upon or otherwise not in accordance with the specifications or the work is being inadequately or improperly prosecuted in any respect, the City may demand that the Contractor submit a new schedule and improve or change the prosecution of the work in such a manner as to assure proper and timely execution.

The projects shall be completed within 90 calendar days from when the Notice to Proceed is issued. The Contractor shall use this time frame or one of less time to develop a schedule.

3.    MAINTENANCE AND GUARANTEE

The Contractor hereby guarantees that the entire work constructed by him under the contract will fully meet all requirements of the contract as to quality of workmanship and materials furnished by him. The Contractor hereby agrees to make at his own expense, any repairs or replacement caused by defects in materials or workmanship supplied by him that became evident within one year after the date of substantial completion. The Contractor shall restore to full compliance with the requirements of these specifications any part of the appurtenant works which, during the one-year period, is found to be deficient with respect to any provisions of the specifications. The Performance Bond, equal to 100% of the contract amount, shall remain in full force and effect through the guarantee period.

The Contractor shall make all repairs and replacements promptly upon notice by the City, which shall be confirmed in writing. If the Contractor fails to make such repairs and replacements promptly, the City may do the work and the Contractor and his surety shall be liable to the City for the cost thereof.

4.   SUBCONTRACTORS

The work shall be done under the personal supervision of the Contractor. No part of this contract or any interest therein shall be sub-let or transferred without the written consent of the City. No such written consent shall in any way whatsoever release the Contractor from any obligation, either to the City of the persons employed by the subcontractors. In all cases, the subcontractors are to be considered merely as foreman, employed by the Contractor, and with other foremen employees of the Contractor, are subject to discharge. If the Contractor shall desire to sublet any portion of the work performed under this contract, he shall make written application to the City for permission to sublet. Such written application shall state the portion of the work to be so sublet, the name of the person to whom he proposes to sublet the work, the subcontractors experience with similar projects, and the equipment and/or materials the subcontractor will be using. The City is not to be understood as in any way assenting to the subletting of any portion of the contract unless his assent thereto is given in writing. By subletting any portion of this contract without written consent, the Contractor shall forfeit all right to any estimate of payment for the work done by such subcontractor. 
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5.   WORK BY OTHERS

Private utilities, the City, or other parties may be expected to be working within the Contract Area during this Contract.  These may be as specifically listed hereafter or if not listed, shall be determined by the Contractor.  The Contractor shall cooperate and coordinate with whomever else may be working in the area in order that the new gym floor may proceed in an orderly manner.
6.   RESPONSIBLITIES OF CONTRACTOR

Except as otherwise specifically stated in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay for all materials, labor, tools, equipment, light, heat, power (other than what is available at site as offered in this contract), transportation, superintendence, cleanup, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees or other expenses and all other services and facilities of every nature necessary for the performance of the Contract.  The Contractor shall complete this Contract in every respect within the specified time.

The City does have some availability of 110 V power at the job site. This will be made available to the Contractor at no fee.

7.   PRE-CONSTRUCTION CONFERENCE

Prior to the start of construction, a pre-construction conference will be held with the representative of the City, Project Manager, and Contractor.  Time and place of the conference will be determined by the Project Manager.  The purpose of the conference will be to discuss the following items relating to the project:


a. Progress reports.


b. Scheduling of Project Work (i.e. work hours, weekday and weekend).


c. Submittals.


d. Fire Prevention and Safety Requirements.


e. Procedures for Partial and Final Payments.


f.  Permits required.


g. Coordination with Utility Companies.


h. Special requirements of the City.


i.  Identifying staging areas, and storage areas of materials. 

8.   COMMUNICATIONS

1. All notices, demands, requests, instructions, approvals, proposals and claims must be in writing.

2. All minor field changes must be approved by the Project Manager.

3. Any notice to or demand upon the Contractor shall be sufficiently given if so delivered at the office of the Contractor stated on the Invitation to Bid Cover sheet (or at such other office as the Contractor may from time to time designate).  The notice shall be in a sealed, postage prepaid envelope or delivered with charges prepaid to any legal delivery company transmission in each case addressed to such office.

4. All papers required to be delivered to the City shall, unless otherwise specified in writing to the Contractor, be delivered to the office of the City of Glenwood Water Treatment Dept., Jerry Wade, 1401 W 9th St., Glenwood Springs, Co. 81601, and any notice to or demand upon the City shall be sufficiently given if so delivered, or if deposited in the United States mail in a sealed, postage-prepaid envelope, or delivered with charges prepaid to any legal delivery company for transmission to said City at such address, or to such other representatives of the City or to such other address as the City may subsequently specify in writing to the Contractor for such purposes.

5. Any such notice shall be deemed to have been given as of the time of actual delivery of (in case of mailing) when the same should have been received in due course of post, or in the case of telegrams, at the time of actual receipt, as the case may be.
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9. MATERIALS

All materials employed in permanent construction shall be new, full weight, in first-class condition and suitable for space provided. All similar materials shall be of one manufacturer.

10. “OR OWNER APPROVED EQUAL”

All materials and equipment specified herein are subject to an “OWNER APPROVED EQUAL” provision.  With each request, the Contractor shall submit supporting data, including but not limited to:

a. Drawings and samples as appropriate, with a specific record of performance.

b. Comparison of the qualities of the proposed item with that specified.

c. Changes required in other elements of the work because of the substitution.

d. Name, address, and telephone number of vendor who is supplying the proposed item.

e. Manufacture’s literature regarding installation, operation, and maintenance, including

    schematics for electrical and hydraulic systems, lubrication requirements, and parts lists. 

    Describe the availability of maintenance service and warranties and state source of  

    replacement materials.

11. STORAGE OF MATERIALS
Materials shall be so delivered, stored and handled as to assure the preservation of their quality and fitness for the work.  Packaged materials shall be stored in original containers clearly identified with Manufacture’s name, brand and model number.  Stored materials, even though approved before storage, may again be inspected prior to their use in the work.  Stored materials shall be located so as to facilitate their prompt inspection. 

Private property shall not be used for material storage purposes without written permission of the City or Lessee.  If requested by the Project Manager, copies of such written permission shall be furnished to him.  All sites required for material shall be restored to their original condition by the Contractor at no additional expense to the City.  Unless Contractor storage areas are otherwise provided, materials shall be stored in public rights of way or easements as established.

The Contractor shall be responsible for protecting all materials from damage, vandalism or theft.  Materials shall be stored in such a manner so as not to create a hazard to the public or adjoining property.

12. TESTING OF MATERIALS

1. All tests and inspections as required by codes, ordinances or for material certification and construction as noted in the specifications, shall be paid by the Contractor except those tests specifically noted herein as being paid by the City.  The City and Project Manager reserves the right to employ any testing certified company to perform a specific category of testing as may be noted herein.  The costs of testing not paid by the City shall be paid by the Contractor and shall be included in the cost of the associated item of work as defined in the method of measurement and basis of payment noted in the specifications.

2. Tests shall be made by an independent testing laboratory and be acceptable to the City and Project Manager.  Except as otherwise provided, sampling of materials, testing methods and testing equipment shall be in accordance with the latest standard or tentative method of the referenced specification.

3. Tests and procedures to be performed by the Contractor shall conform to the requirements of technical specifications, the referenced specifications and as otherwise required by the Project Manager.

13. SALES AND USE TAX

Sales tax shall not be included in the unit prices on the Bid Schedule. The City of Glenwood Springs, Co. is a tax-exempt entity. The Prime Contractor must apply to the Colorado. Dept. of Revenue for a tax-exempt number using Form DR-172. The tax-exempt number of the City is 98-04162. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to include appropriate subcontractor and suppliers on the form.
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14. INSURANCE

INDEMNIFICATION:  The successful Vendor shall indemnify and hold the City harmless from any and all claims, liabilities, losses and causes of action which may arise out of the fulfillment of the Vendor’s contractual obligations as outlined in this Solicitation.  The Vendor or its insurer(s) shall pay all claims and losses of any nature whatever in connection therewith, and shall defend all suits, in the name of the City when applicable, and shall pay all costs and judgments which may issue thereon.

15. UTILITIES
Any electrical power beyond what is onsite must be supplied by the Contractor. The Contractor shall provide, at his expense, all necessary utilities required for his operations under the contract. The Contractor shall provide and maintain in good order such modern equipment and installations to perform the work in a safe and satisfactory manner.

16. PERMITS AND COMPLETIONS REPORTS

The Contractor will pay for all fees and obtain all necessary Federal, State or County excavation and/or building permits and completion reports.  The cost of all fees shall be included in the cost of mobilization or in the associated cost of the item work. The successful contractor must be licensed by the City prior to commencement of the gym floor replacement project.
17. ADVANCE NOTICE OF WORK
The Contractor shall contact the Project Manager a minimum of 24 hours in advance of pouring concrete, backfilling, covering any piping, plumbing, electrical work, utility, or structure affected by the work.  Such notice shall also apply to any inspection or testing requiring the presence of the Project Manager.

18. WORKMANSHIP
1. The Contractor shall employ only trained, competent and skillful workmen to perform the work.  Whenever the Project Manager shall notify the Contractor in writing that, in his opinion, a workman on the job site is incompetent, disorderly or improperly performing the contract work, the Contractor shall forthwith remove such person and not employ such person on any part of the work without written consent of the Project Manager. 

2. The City or Project Manager may stop any work or any part of the work performed by the Contractor if the methods or conditions are such that unsatisfactory work might result, or if improper materials or workmanship are being used.  The work shall not resume until remedial action is taken by the Contractor and approval for resumption of work is given by the City or the Project Manager. The work stoppage period for improper work will not entitle the Contractor to additional compensation or an extension to the contract Time of Completion. 

19. APPLICABLE SAFETY CODE AND SITE CONDITIONS
1. All work shall be in conformance with Applicable Safety Codes.  Applicable safety Code shall mean the latest edition including and all amendments, revisions and additions thereto of the Federal Department of Labor, Occupational Safety and Health Administration’s “Occupational Safety and Health Standards” and “Safety and Health Regulations for Construction”, of the State of Colorado, Department of Labor and Employment, whichever is the more stringent for the applicable requirement.

2. Appropriate first aid facilities and supplies shall be kept at the work site, and the Contractor shall provide and maintain all measures as required by the State Industrial Commission.
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3. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for safety on the project and shall designate a responsible member of his organization on the project whose duty shall be the prevention of accidents.  This person shall have full authority to act on behalf of the Contractor.

20. CLEAN UP
No separate measurement or payment will be made for clean up and dress-up of the construction site, or haul of materials from the project site.  This work shall be considered incidental to the related item of work and any associated costs shall be the Contractor’s responsibility. 

1. The Contractor shall maintain a safe and clean work area to the maximum extent practicable and remove all waste containers, pallets, trash and debris, etc., from the premises at regularly scheduled periods for the duration of the work. 

2. The Contractor shall provide a trash dumpster and haul directly to a legally designated landfill as needed.  Trash shall not be allowed to be stored on the work site and it shall be prevented from blowing onto adjoining properties.

3. The project work site and all effected areas shall be dressed-up and finish graded to the satisfaction of the Project Manager and City at regular intervals throughout the project work and prior to the final acceptance of the project.  The project area shall be restored to same or better condition as before construction.

21. FINAL INSPECTION
1. When improvements contained in the Contract are substantially complete, the Contractor shall notify the City or the Project Manager in writing that the work will be ready for inspection on a given date as stated in the notice.  The notice should be given at least ten (10) calendar days prior to the date stated for inspection.  

2. The Project Manager will require a Pre-Final inspection of the completed work.  For all the work items not in conformance with the contract documents, the Project Manager will provide the Contractor with a “Punch List” of work items to be completed or corrected by the Contractor.  Prior to the Pre-Final inspection, the Contractor shall submit to the Project Manager at a minimum the following: 

Documentation that all testing such as disinfection, leakage, metal repairs, welds, paint thickness, etc., has been completed.

3. Upon completion of any “Punch List” items required of the Contractor, the Contractor shall give notice to the Project Manager requesting a Final Inspection and acceptance of the project work.  If after the Final Inspection, all contract work is acceptable to the City and Project Manager, the Contractor may request final payment on the Contract.

Prior to final payment, the City shall publish a “Notice of Final Payment” to guarantee that all parties to the contract, i.e., sub-contractors, suppliers, etc. have been paid.  The City may require that the Contractor provide additional substantiation that payment to suppliers and sub-contractors has been made.

22. LITIGATION
If any litigation from any claims, disputes or other matters in question arising out of or relating to this agreement, or the breach thereof, the successful party in the litigation shall be entitled to reasonable legal expenses as part of any judgment.

23. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES
Should the Contractor fail to complete the work, or any part thereof, in the time stipulated in the Agreement or within such extra time as may have been allowed for delays by extensions granted as provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall reimburse the Owner for the additional expense and damage for each calendar day, Sundays and holidays excluded, that the Contract remains uncompleted after the Contract completion date.  It is agreed that the amount of such additional expense and damage incurred by reason of failure to complete the work is the per diem rate stipulated on the Bid form.  The said amounts are hereby agreed upon as liquidated
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damages for the loss to the Owner because of the impracticability and extreme difficulty of fixing and ascer​taining the actual damages the Owner would in such event sustain.

It is expressly understood and agreed that this amount is not to be considered in the nature of a penalty, but as liquidated damages which have accrued against the Contractor; and the Owner is authorized to deduct the amount of such damages from any monies due the Contractor for work performed or material furnished under this Agreement; and the Contractor and his Sureties shall be liable for any excess.

The Contractor agrees to pay as liquidated damages, the sum of $250.00 for each consecutive day thereafter as hereinafter provided in these Supplemental Conditions.

23.   SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS PREVAIL
In the case of conflicting statements contained within these contract documents, the statements in the Supplemental Conditions shall prevail.

24. PAY ESTIMATES
The Contractor shall submit to the Project Manager, monthly partial pay estimates of work items completed for the period in a format as the Project Manager shall prescribe.  Format and forms will be made available to the Contractor by the Project Manager.  The monthly submittal date shall be as established at the pre-construction conference.

25. SITE CONDITIONS
The Contractor shall provide on-site sanitary facilities, safe working conditions and emergency medical aid for workmen on the project site.  Construction equipment, tools, materials and workmen’s private vehicles shall be located in areas designated by the Project Manager or the City.  Construction related items shall not interfere with traffic, utilities, or access to private property.

The Contractor shall maintain the project site in a safe condition for the general public by the use of barricades, fencing, and warning devices as acceptable or as otherwise required by the jurisdictional entity.  Construction materials on the construction site shall be stored and secured so as not to become a hazard or otherwise endanger the public or property.

The Contractor shall confine all material storage and construction activity to the limits established by the City and Project Manager.  The Contractor, Sub-Contractor and their workmen shall not park equipment or vehicles outside of the established construction limits.  As required to confine the construction activity or as otherwise requested by the Project Manager, the Contractor will be required to install and maintain temporary construction fencing for the duration of the project work.
The Contractor shall protect all trees and shrubs in the vicinity of the contract work.  Any damage or destruction of trees and shrubs will require replacement by the Contractor at no additional cost to the City.

The Contractor shall comply with the erosion control requirements as specified and as required by the City and the Project Manager.

26. HOLIDAYS
The Contractor shall not work on legal holidays, Saturdays, Sundays or night time hours (before 7 am or after 6 pm) without permission from the Project Manager, and the Contractor shall be responsible for any additional costs incurred by the City due to such work.
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27. EXTRA WORK
If approved revisions made by the Project Manager result in additional work not covered in the Contract Documents and cause an increase in the cost of said work, the Contractor shall estimate or keep records of the increase of the cost of labor and materials resulting from the revisions.  Upon approval of this estimate or record by the Project Manager, this computed cost plus 15% thereof for overhead and profit shall be payable to the Contractor as extra compensation because of said revisions.

On the other hand, if revisions to the Contract result in a cost reduction, the Contractor shall estimate such reduction in the cost of labor and materials.  Upon approval of this estimate, the stipulated sum shall be deducted from the Contractors bid price, but this reduction shall not include any portion of original allowance for anticipated overhead and profit.

The preceding paragraph is to apply to work performed by subcontractors as well as to that performed directly by the general contractor.  However, in the case of extra costs because of revisions made by the Project Manager in subcontracted work, the stipulated allowance of 15% of the approved additional estimated cost or approved actual cost of the extra work is to be paid as an allowance for overhead and profit to the sub-contractors only.  No additional percentage is to be payable to the general contractor.

28. INSPECTION
The City will provide inspection of the project work.  The Contractor shall not cover any work until inspected by the Project Manager or an assigned designated representative.  The Project Manager may require work not inspected to be uncovered for inspection with no additional cost to the City

29. CITY SUPPLIED MATERIALS

30. CONSTRUCTION ACCESS AND CONTRACTOR TRAILER
If additional construction access other than provided by the City is required by the Contractor to perform any construction activity, the Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining such access from private property owners.  Such access obtained by agreement between the private property owner and the Contractor shall be obtained in writing in advance of the project work.  A copy of any written approval for such access shall be provided to the Project Manager.

The Contractor shall locate the contractor trailer at a site designated or approved by the City. The contractor shall be responsible for the security of the contractor’s storage area, contractors trailer and its contents including any record documents relating to the contract work.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

INTRODUCTION TO THE TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION:

To this end, all materials normally used, and which meet recognized standards (i.e. AWWA and ASTM) may be bid on this project.

The following Technical Specifications shall apply to the various items of work, which constitutes the construction, contemplated under this Contract, except as supplemented and/or amended by the Supplemental Technical Specifications.  In cases of conflict between the “Technical Specifications” and the “Supplemental Technical Specifications”, the provisions of the “Supplemental Technical Specifications” shall apply.

To avoid excessive overlapping and repetition, there are certain sections and items that are referred to in other sections.  In these cases, it is understood that the words sewer; sanitary and storm; utility and sewer; manhole and catch basins; structure and culvert; etc., are interchangeable.  In cases where references are not given and the need arises for a specification, similar sections or related items shall govern.

Further, it is provided that whenever anything is, or is to be, done if, as, or, when, or where “contemplated, required, determined, directed, specified, authorized, ordered, given, designated, indicated, considered necessary, deemed necessary, permitted, reserved, suspended, established, approval, approved, disapproved, acceptable, unacceptable, suitable, accepted, satisfactory, unsatisfactory, sufficient, insufficient, rejected, or condemned,” it shall be understood as if the expression were followed by the words “by the Project Manager” or “to the Project Manager”, and being the same as or for “by the City” or “to the City”.

Within the Technical Specifications and/or Supplemental Conditions of this Contract, the following definition shall apply:

Standard Specifications: shall mean The State of Colorado, State Department of Highways, Division of Highways, “Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, adopted as the most current edition”.  Only those portions of the Standard Specifications that are referred to in the “Materials” and/or “Construction Methods” sections of this Contract’s Technical and/or Supplemental Technical Specifications, referred to portions of the Standard Specifications wherein the following terms are used they shall mean respectively:

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MOBILIZATION

DESCRIPTION: 

This work shall consist of the mobilization of personnel, equipment and supplies at the project site in preparation for work on the project.  This item shall also include the establishment of the Contractor’s offices, buildings and other necessary facilities, and all other costs incurred or labor and operations, which must be performed prior to beginning the other items under the contract.  Mobilization bid item is not to exceed 5% of total bid.

BONDING REQUIREMENTS

1.  The successful Contractor must provide a Performance Bond and Payment Bond, equal to 100% of the contract amount.  The Performance Bond shall remain in full force and effect through the guarantee period.

2.  Each proposal must be accompanied by a bid bond, or certified check, in the amount of 5% of the bid proposal.  The Proposal Guarantees accompanying the three lowest proposals may be held until the contract is awarded provided this period does not exceed 60 calendar days.  The Proposal Guarantees accompanying the other proposals will be returned promptly after the bid prices have been compared.
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METHOD OF MEASUREMENT AND BASIS OF PAYMENT

1.  All bid items will be paid for as the pricing stipulates on the Bid Form.  Payment for the completed work, unless bid otherwise, will be on a LUMP SUM basis.  Payment for welding by the inch shall be rounded up to the nearest inch.  Bolt replacement shall be per each nut and bolt assembly completed and installed.

2.  Periodic partial payments on pay requests submitted by the Contractor shall be on a percentage of work completed as approved and accepted by the City for each partial payment period. Partial payment requests must be submitted on the attached application and certificate for payment forms.  Retainage will be withheld from each application at a rate of ten percent (10%) for work completed and stored materials. 
3.  The work for each bid item shall include all materials, labor, equipment, tools, transportation costs, submittals, testing, inspection and all incidental costs to complete each item.

LOCAL PREFERENCE:

(a) Legislative intent. It is the intention of the City Council whenever possible to use, without

significant additional cost to the taxpayers or ratepayers, local businesses and/or subcontractors for construction services or procurement of goods and supplies (excluding sole source procurement [010.050.110], emergency procurements [010.050.120], small purchase procurement [010.050.130], used supplies procurement [010.050.140] or professional service procurement [010.050.150] and any procurement made with external funding source requirements that preclude application of local preference) in those instances when awarding contracts in the amount of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) or more, pursuant to competitive procurement (010.050.090), with City funds. The City Council intends to give local businesses an advantage in the bidding process so that monies received from such contracts will be spent by the employees of local businesses in the local economy. Local business preference may be used as one (1) factor in determining the award of a bid over twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00). This local preference will only be available to responsible and responsive bidders and/or subcontractors that meet all applicable bid evaluation criteria.

(b) Definition of local business.

(1) When applied to construction contracts, Local Business shall mean a business and/or a subcontractor individually applying for Local Business designation which meets the criteria in either Subsections a. and c. or Subsections b. and c. as listed below:

a. The business headquarters must be located and primarily doing business within a forty-five

(45) mile radius of the intersection of 8th Street and Grand Avenue in Glenwood Springs. In the event the business is incorporated or otherwise registered, it must be incorporated or otherwise registered in Colorado. 

b. At least seventy-five percent (75%) of the business work force, at the time

of the application, must reside within a forty-five (45) mile radius of the intersection of 8th Street and Grand Avenue in Glenwood Springs. 

c. The business shall have at least seventy-five percent (75%) of business vehicles registered at the time of the application, with the government agency having jurisdiction over areas within a forty-five (45) mile radius of the intersection of 8th Street and Grand Avenue in Glenwood Springs. 
(2) When applied to procurement of goods, supplies, construction equipment and other vehicles, Local Business shall mean a business that is located and primarily doing business in the corporate limits of the City. In the event the business is incorporated or otherwise registered, it must be incorporated or otherwise registered in Colorado.

(c) Local Business Designation. Prior to submitting a bid, any business and/or subcontractor wishing to obtain the Local Business Designation shall apply for such designation by submitting sufficient written documentation to the City Manager which supports a request for such designation. The owner of the business and/or subcontractor seeking Local Business Designation shall submit a signed, sworn affidavit affirming the truthfulness of all information supplied to the City with the application for Local Business Designation. To receive Local Business Designation of any subcontractor amounts included in its bid, a business must certify the accuracy of the contents of the subcontractor’s Local Business Designation application submitted pursuant to this Section. The City Manager may grant a Local Business Designation to a business and/or subcontractor if such business and/or

subcontractor has satisfied the criteria set forth in Subsection (b). In the event the City Manager does not grant a Local Business Designation upon request, such business and/or subcontractor may appeal the decision by providing a written explanation of the basis of the appeal to the City Council within five (5) business days of receiving the City Manager’s decision. A decision by a majority of the City Council present shall be made at the time of the award of the contract for which the appeal is made.

(d) Local Business preference. In the event that a determination is made that a submitted bid is from a responsible and responsive bidder and that the business submitting the bid and/or a subcontractor included in the bid has a Local Business Designation, the bid comparison and award shall be made after taking any applicable local preference into consideration. 

All portions of the submitted bid attributable to a Local Business shall be aggregated for

application of the local preference as follows: if the aggregate Local Business portion of the

submitted bid contract amount is equal to or less than Two Hundred Thousand Dollars

($200,000.00), the Local Business preference will be five percent (5%); if the aggregate Local Business portion of the submitted bid contract amount is more than Two Hundred Thousand Dollars ($200,000.00), the Local Business preference will be Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) plus two and one-half percent (2.5%) of the aggregate Local Business portion in excess of Two Hundred Thousand Dollars ($200,000.00); no Local Business preference, in any event, shall exceed One Hundred Thirty-Five Thousand Dollars ($135,000.00). Determination of the lowest responsible and responsive bidder shall be made after any appropriate Local Business preference amount is applied to the submitted full bid contract amount.

(e) Notice. Every invitation for bid shall contain notification of this Section setting forth this Local Business preference and shall require a bidder to submit, at a time to be specified, the manner in which, if at all, such business and/or subcontractor may qualify for Local Business Designation under this Local Business preference policy. 

(f) Timing. No Local Business Designation shall be allowed unless such designation has been given in writing prior to the award of bid.

(g) Challenge. In the event any person wishes to challenge the Local Business Designation of a

business and/or subcontractor which has received such designation, such challenge shall be submitted in writing to the City Manager. The written documentation supporting such challenge must set forth, with specificity, the reasons supporting the allegation that the business and/or subcontractor should not continue to receive the Local Business Designation. The City Manager, at his/her discretion, shall investigate such allegations and may seek the imposition of the remedies set forth in this Section.

(h) Civil penalty. In the event a business and/or subcontractor has been given the Local Business Designation and the City Manager determines that such designation is erroneous, such business shall be penalized in the same monetary amount as the Local Business preference advantage which was applied to the bid from such business when it was awarded the contract. In addition, such business and subcontractor shall be subject to debarment for a period of three (3) years in accordance with the provisions of Section 010.050.040.

(i) False affidavit. It shall be unlawful for any person to make a false statement in the affidavit or to provide false information supporting application for the Local Business Designation.

(j) Violations. In addition to the other remedies provided in Subsection (h) (Civil Penalty), any person violating Subsection (i) (False Affidavit) shall be deemed guilty, per occurrence, of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction of the same, shall be punished, per occurrence, in accordance with the provisions of Section 010.020.080 in the Municipal Court. Violations of any provision of Section 010.050.080 shall be deemed to be a strict liability offense as defined in Subsection 120.010.010. Culpable mental state is not required with respect to any material element of a violation of this Subsection.
Any Contractor, Subcontractor or supplier wishing to obtain local business designation shall apply for such designation by submitting sufficient written documentation supporting such request to the City Manager no later than 5:00 p.m. (local time), October 19, 2017.  Copies of the Local Business Preference Ordinance may be obtained by contacting the Procurement Department, City Hall, 101 West 8th Street, Glenwood Springs, Colorado, 81601 (970-384-6445). Work By Illegal Aliens Prohibited.  Pursuant to Section 8-17.5-101, C.R.S., et. seq., as amended, Contractor warrants, represents, acknowledges, agrees and certifies that:


1.
Contractor does not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien who will perform work under this agreement.  Contractor shall not knowingly enter into a contract with a subcontractor that fails to certify to Contractor that the subcontractor shall not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien who will perform work under this Agreement.  


2.
Contractor will participate in the electronic employment verification program created in Public Law 208, 104th Congress, as amended, and expanded in Public Law 156, 108th Congress, as amended, and jointly administered by the Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security Administration, or its successor program (hereinafter, “E-Verify Program”) or will participate in the “Department Program” as established in §8-17.5-102(5)(c), C.R.S., as amended, in order to confirm the employment eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment to perform work under this Agreement.


3.
Contractor has confirmed the employment eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment to perform work under this agreement through participation in the E-Verify Program or the Department Program.


4.
Contractor shall not use either the E-Verify Program or the Department Program procedures to undertake pre-employment screening of job applicants while this Agreement is being performed.


5.
If Contractor obtains actual knowledge that a subcontractor performing work under this Agreement knowingly employs or contracts with an illegal alien, Contractor shall be required to:

(a)
notify the subcontractor and the City within three (3) days that Contractor has actual knowledge that the subcontractor is employing or contracting with an illegal alien; and

(b)
terminate the subcontract with the subcontractor if within three (3) days of receiving the notice required pursuant to this subparagraph the subcontractor does not stop employing or contracting with the illegal alien; except that Contractor shall not terminate the contract with the subcontractor if during such three (3) days the subcontractor provides information to establish that the subcontractor has not knowingly employed or contracted with an illegal alien.


6.
If Contractor participates in the Department Program, Contractor shall provide a notarized written affirmation to City that Contractor has, as required by the Department Program, examined the legal work status of employees hired to perform work under this Agreement and shall comply with all other requirements of the Department Program. Contractor shall comply with any reasonable request by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment (“Department”) made in the course of an investigation that the Department is undertaking pursuant to its legal authority.

Nothing in this Addendum shall be construed as requiring Contractor to violate any terms of participation in the E-Verify Program.


9.
If Contractor violates this Addendum, the City may terminate this Agreement for breach of contract.  If this Agreement is so terminated, Contractor shall be liable for actual and consequential damages to the City arising out of said violation.
